	Pupils should demonstrate these characteristics throughout their time in Year R

	
Playing and Exploring

Children investigate and experience things, and ‘have a go’.

	Respond to new experiences that you bring to their attention. 

	Make choices and explore different resources and materials. 

	Plan and think ahead about how they will explore or play with objects. 


	
	Guide their own thinking and actions by talking to themselves while playing. For example, a child doing a jigsaw might whisper under their breath: “Where does that one go? – I need to find the big horse next.” 

	Make independent choices. 

Do things independently that they have been previously taught. 
	Bring their own interests and fascinations into early years settings. 


	
Active Learning

Children concentrate and keep on trying if they encounter difficulties, and enjoy achievements.

	Begin to predict sequences because they know routines. For example, they may anticipate lunch when they see the table being set, or get their coat when the door to the outdoor area opens. 

	Show goal-directed behaviour. For example, children might turn a storage box upside down so they can stand on it and reach up for an object. 

	Use a range of strategies to reach a goal they have set themselves. 


	
	Begin to correct their mistakes themselves. For example, instead of using increasing force to push a puzzle piece into the slot, they try another piece to see if it will fit. 

	Keep on trying when things are difficult. 

	

	
Creating and Thinking Critically

Children have and develop their own ideas, make links between ideas, and develop strategies for doing things.

	Take part in simple pretend play. For example, they might use an object like a brush to pretend to brush their hair, or ‘drink’ from a pretend cup. 

	Review their progress as they try to achieve a goal. Check how well they are doing. 
Solve real problems: for example, to share nine strawberries between three friends, they might put one in front of each, then a second, and finally a third. Finally, they might check at the end that everyone has the same number of strawberries. 

	Use pretend play to think beyond the ‘here and now’ and to understand another perspective. For example, a child role-playing the billy goats gruff might suggest that “Maybe the troll is lonely and hungry? That’s why he is fierce.” 


	
	Confident about coming up with their own ideas. 
Make more links between those ideas. 
	Concentrate on achieving something that’s important to them. They are increasingly able to control their attention and ignore distractions. 

	Sort materials. For example, at tidy-up time, children know how to put different construction materials in separate baskets.

	Listening, Attention & Understanding


	Listens attentively in a range of situations. 

Asks and answers questions to find out more.
	Asks and answers questions about stories and events. 

Remember and recall detailed information e.g. the process of making a cake. 

Listens in a group and talks about what they have heard. 

Begins to understand and use humour/simple jokes. 
	Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions when being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions.
Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding.
Hold conversation when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with their teacher and peers. 


	Speaking
	Talks in clear sentences about people they know, what they see and how they are feeling.

Sometimes asks and answers questions to find out more.
	Uses language to express their imaginative ideas. 

Can talk about things that have happened, are happening or are going to happen usually using the correct tense.

Shares their ideas with others expressing themselves clearly and uses conjunctions (because, and, but) correctly.

	Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary.
Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently introduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems when appropriate.
Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past, present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.

	Self-Regulation
	Stays at activities that they really like without being distracted by other things or people. 

	Understands the feelings of others and responds thoughtfully.

Demonstrates patience in different situations.

	Show an understanding of their own feelings and those of others, and begin to regulate their behaviour accordingly.
Set and work towards simple goals, being able to wait for what they want and control their immediate impulses when appropriate.
Give focused attention to what the teacher says, responding appropriately even when engaged in activity, and show an ability to follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. 

	Managing Self
	Can talk about some things they like or don’t like.

Understands and follows some rules.

Confident to have a go and try new things.

Independently uses the toilet and keeps themselves clean and dry.

Can name some foods that are healthy or unhealthy. 

Can dress themselves with some support. 


	Perseveres when things are hard.

Knows that rules are important when playing in a group.

Can talk about some things they like or don’t like and say why.

Copes with new routines or when plans change.


Knows it is important to keep their bodies healthy with exercise and eating well.

Can mostly dress themselves independently. 

	Be confident to try new activities and show independence, resilience and perseverance in the face of challenge.
Explain the reasons for rules, know right from wrong and try to behave accordingly.
Manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs, including dressing, going to the toilet and understanding the importance of healthy food choices.

	Gross Motor

	Balances well e.g. hops forward on one leg. 

Throws at a target and catches. 

Is adventurous and confident in their physical play.

Moves confidently in a range of ways, safely negotiating space. 

Moves forward and negotiates space safely when on made or created vehicles (manoeuvres a balance bike between cones safely at speed).

	Negotiate space and obstacles safely, with consideration for themselves and others.
Demonstrate strength, balance and coordination when playing.
Move energetically, such as running, jumping, dancing, hopping, skipping and climbing. 


	Fine Motor
	Explores using a variety of tools, e.g. pencils, paint brushes and scissors.

	Comprehension

	Explore the natural world around them, making observations and drawing pictures of animals and plants. 

Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons and changing states of matter.
