Health and wellbeing- Being safe, looking at how to be safe when out and about or taking part in activities outside of school.

	Design Technology


	Understanding that a diet is made up from a variety and balance of different food and drink. Do they know that to be active and healthy we need food and drink to provide energy for the body? Can they use a range of techniques such as peeling, chopping, slicing and grating?

	Science 


	We will be studying nutrition and identifying that humans and other animals have skeletons for support, protection and movement. Can they describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the body? Can they also identify the different types of teeth in humans?

	Religious Education
	We will be teaching the children about Christianity focusing on what Christians believe about God and incarnation.

	Art and Design

	ICT (computers and e-technology)
	Mrs Willis will be planning this part of the curriculum. Although, the children will be using the class iPads to assist in research in Science and History.
