‘Anglo Saxons and Vikings’
Our main topic for next term is The Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings. It focuses on using historical evidence to find out about the past. During this topic, we will cover the following areas:

 • Using dates and vocabulary relating to the passing of time, including ancient, modern, BC, AD, century and decade. 

• Why the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings came and where they came from. 

• How we know about the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings using primary and secondary evidence. 

• Anglo-Saxon and Viking houses and villages. 

• What life was like for the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings? 

• Making Anglo-Saxon pots and runes from clay. 

• Anglo-Saxon and Viking gods and religion. 
• Anglo-Saxon and Viking arms and armour.  
PE lessons will continue to be on a Friday and we will be continuing with the golden mile each day. The children may need a tracksuit as well as their shorts and t-shirt on a Friday as we will be outside usually dependant on the weather. 

In Maths, we will be focussing on,

· Length, Perimeter and Area.

· Fractions.

· Mass and Capacity.

· Decimals.

· Multiplication and Division.

During Year 4 there will be a real focus on learning all of our times tables. Times tables can be practised using Hit the button on TopMarks and Monster Multiplication on Purple Mash at home. Please encourage your child to do a little every day and come back to all of the tables throughout the year. 
We will link our topic work and our English to look at the story of Beowulf. Write Anglo Saxon kennings in our poetry lessons and we will be looking at other stories set in different historical periods. 

Homework will be based around topic work. You can choose a minimum of 3 activities from the homework grid. The children will still have spellings most weeks, it is imperative for their learning to look up the definition of each spelling and learn the spelling pattern. When they do not have spellings their main focus should be times tables for that week.

I am looking forward to a great term, with some very hard work but lots of fun too.
