River Deep, Mountain High  
Our focus for this term is to explore Rivers and Mountains. The children will have the opportunities to research the Himalayas, Everest and a range of rivers including the Ganges. We will have the chance to dissect plants and truly understand each part of the plant and their purpose.  
	Maths
	We will be continuing to work on our rapid recall of times table and division facts and we would appreciate your support at home to help your child to learn their x table facts up to 12x12. Please use Math Shed and Hit the Button at home to help your child to improve their pace and to practise typing the answers in preparation for the 2023 Year 4 times’ table test. In class, we will be focusing on area and perimeter, fractions and telling the time.

	English
	Firstly, we will be focusing on persuasion. For this unit, we will be learning about the features of persuasion and identifying these in a variety of persuasive leaflets. We will learn how to apply the various features into our own writing. During the unit, we will learn about different animals, plants and terrain and the unit will conclude with producing our own persuasive leaflet focused on our favourite endangered predator. We will also be focusing on how to punctuate direct speech correctly and thinking about how to write more descriptively this term.

	Art & Design
	This unit is being delivered by Mrs Miller exploring a range of artistic methods.

	PE
	PE will continue to be on a Friday as normal.

	D & T
	We will use a range of different materials to create a collage inspired by predators at the end of our topic.

	Music
	Mrs Miller will be delivering Music listening/ exploring a wide variety of genres.

	French
	Mrs Colombet will be planning this part of the curriculum.

	RE
	We will continue to learn about the Christian faith and to think about what it means to be a Christian. We will compare Christianity to other faiths too.

	PHSE
	Due to our recent adventures up onto the Quantocks, the children will be learning how to care for the wider environment and those around them, in addition to this they will discover how they can be safe when outside.

	Science
	Our Science this term will focus on Plants and food chains. We will be learning about what they need to grow, how seeds disperse and we will dissect a flower to look at its parts. We will also learn about pollination and our final practical experiment will show how water moves through plants in a fun and exciting way! In addition to this, we shall be exploring the order of the food chain and what it takes to be either a predator or prey.


Your child will continue to be set homework but in a variety of formats. I have included a topic based ‘Homework Grid’ with this letter. The children can choose a minimum of three activities from this grid to complete over the Summer Term. The children will still have spellings each week. It is imperative for their learning to look up the definition of each spelling and learn the spelling pattern.
