English Week Planning
This week you will write your own story.  Then, each day, you will look at bits of it to improve and edit.  At the end of the week you will have an even more amazing story!  On Friday, you could copy out your improved story and send it to me.

Day 1
Choose a story starter and write a short story.  You can continue on another sheet if you wish.  Remember full stops and capital letters.

Day 2 – Nouns Day- Person, place or thing.
Have you used the best nouns possible?   For example, could you change ‘dog’ to ‘labrador’ or ‘water’ to ‘ocean’?  Go through your story and find all the nouns – see if you can improve them.  If you find a noun to improve, cross it out and carefully write the new word above in a different colour pen.

Day 3 – Verbs Day – doing words
[bookmark: _GoBack]Have you used the best verbs possible.  For example, could you change ‘walk’ to ‘stroll’? Go through your story and find all the verbs – see if you can improve them.  If you find a verb to improve, cross it out and carefully write the new word above in a different colour pen. 

Day 4 – Adjective Day – describing words
Have you used describing words for your nouns?  For example you might have used the word ‘tulip’.  You could improve your writing by putting an adjective such as ‘vibrant’ before it so it reads ‘vibrant tulip’.  Look for nouns you can describe and use the best possible adjectives.  You can add them in with a different colour pen.
